1. With these tough economic times the government should be spending taxpayer dollars responsibly and the 4 billion dollar ICC is a poor use of them.
2. With the threat of global warming, Maryland needs to be investing in mass transit to reduce driving, not build more roads like the ICC to increase it.  

3. The State Highway Administration’s own studies have shown the ICC will not relieve congestion on the beltway.

4. Despite massive cuts in transportation, education, and infrastructure funding, the ICC is being fully funded this year and the next at the expense of other programs.
5. Building the ICC will devastate local streams and rivers which nullifies our clean up and restoration efforts for them.
