October 19 (Friday 4:30 pm) through October 21 (Sunday 2pm), 2007
Jamboree Location:  Catoctin Mountain National Park, Thurmont, MD Camp GreenTop
Camp GreenTop accommodates a maximum of 129 people to sleep and 140 on site.  There are 12 un-heated cabins with in 3 rooms, lights but no electric sockets, each sleeping 10 people. Cots and mattresses are provided.  There is an “infirmary” for folks with special needs. 4 heated bathrooms near the cabins with showers have hot and cold water but do not provide much privacy. 2 will be designated for women & 2 for men.  There are bathrooms in the dining hall and recreation room and a central shower house. 
We will be assigning people to sleep in cabins in categories such as families, couples, single women, single men, night owls, morning doves & roosters, snorers. Please let us know your preferences beforehand or upon arrival if your assignment is incorrect. Tents & pets not allowed on site.
Campers must bring all gear including soaps, detergents, toilet paper and toilet articles, bedding, etc.  

Please keep any personal food stash in the kitchen stock area, not in cabins.

We will also be using the kitchen, dining room, and recreation hall which has a stage and a lovely big fireplace. Electric devices are allowed only in those buildings.

There is a grassy area for frisbee and other lawn games, outdoor chapel, outdoor “craft” pavilion and fire circle. In summer, Camp Green Top is used for a disabled children’s camp, so paved trails between all the cabins and buildings are good for kids to skate, scoot, and bike between (if they’re careful not to knock down pedestrians.) 

In Addition to personal clothing, you will need to bring:

· Bedding- twin bed sheet(s), pillows, blankets or sleeping bag (nights might get cool)
· Towel, washcloth, soap, toilet paper, toilet articles like shampoo, toothbrush/paste

· Flash light – it is very dark at night because the cabins are amongst the trees.

Consider bringing:

· Flip flops for wearing in the bathrooms (the floors tend to get wet)

· Bath robe or cover-up (shared sleeping accommodations and bathrooms) Ear plugs
· Mosquito repellant, sun block

· Binoculars (if planning to go on hikes and bird walks), favorite games, instrument

· Garden gloves (if planning on helping with invasive plant removals)

· Sturdy shoes or hiking boots

· Jacket and heavier sweater (for cooler weather), rain gear - just in case

· Paper and pens
· Checkbook
· Thermal mug

Check in begins at 4:00 pm.  There is limited parking in the Camp Greentop lot so please park temporarily in the parking lot to check in and unload your things. Then park your vehicle in the overflow parking at Camp Roundmeadow and walk or catch a shuttle back.

We ask everyone to help out by signing up for a task or two posted at check in. Before leaving by 2 pm Sunday, we must clean up the camp to the standard that we would like to find it upon arrival including mopping floors, wiping off sleeping mats, bathrooms & kitchen scrubbed, and recycling and trash away. 

Be sure and arrange to carpool if possible, bring things to donate to the silent or live auctions or free exchange, and if you would like to help bring things or arrive early to help set up, let us know.

Directions to Camp Greentop   about 11/2 hours from DC - leave early to avoid rush hour!

From Washington DC I495 beltway, take I-270 north towards Frederick (Frederick is about 30 miles from Rockville.) Take Route 15 north towards Emmitsburg (270 turns into 15) Go 20-30 minutes north of Frederick. Farms & fields will turn into Forests - that's Cunningham Falls State Park. Look for the exit to Thurmont. 15 goes around Thurmont and there are 3 Thurmont Exits.  Take the 2nd one. It is marked Catoctin Mountain Park. Take Route 77 West.  Bear Right at the bottom of the exit to go under 15. Travel approximately 6 miles west on 77 (you will pass Park Central Road and the park Visitor Center) and turn right onto Foxville-Deerfield Road. As the road forks, turn right onto Manahan Road. At the next intersection, turn right onto Park Central Road. Continue approximately 1/2 mile and turn right into Camp Greentop. 

From Baltimore take 70 East to 270 North
